** NOTE TO SPECIFIER **The Casso® Bulletin Bar/Horizontal Bulletin Rail is ideal for use in many area of most commercial projects. It features closed face track that hides all mounting hardware and blends nicely into a wide variety of interior design schemes. Most commonly deployed where employees take a break, get coffee or water. It is a bulletin board that forces some order. Instead of a common bulletin board, that appears un-kept almost immediately, the Casso Rail's linear nature forces order in the horizontal dimension. It is always ready since it requires no fasteners. It is also very versatile in that it is compatible with 2-ply mount board and individual sheets and because it does not rely on internal rollers it will not jam, even if multiple pages are stapled. Management can post notices to staff and staff may use it to post ride shares, item for sale, sport team schedules, etc. Also commonly use in architectural, design, advertising, graphic design, product design, FF&E offices to compare and study various visual alternate design choices. It is also very good where you may otherwise deploy a note rail such as at an individual workstation. Delete if not required.
