** NOTE TO SPECIFIER ** TENSIONED vs. SUSPENDED CABLES/RODS: Simply, suspended cable/rod systems suspend cable/rod from above. All of the following track-based systems will accomplish that.
For sleek, architectural impact, a Tensioned Cable System offers an engineered appearance that allows displayed items to "float" in front of a wall surface, tensioned between the ceiling and the floor (or between upper and lower points). Using specialized picture hanging hardware, the cable is attached from an upper track down to a lower track, or alternately, between pairs of standoffs (piers), allowing the cable to be tensioned between the upper and lower points. The result is a sophisticated, modern look that features parallel cables running from above to below the hanging object. The company's rod based systems may be deployed in similar manner. Tensioned Cable Hanging System hardware may be used to add tension to any of AS Hanging track-based cable systems except those based on the Display Reveal. 
Alternatively, you can use the company's standoff components, point-to-point piers, in place of tracks to create a clean, organized, and aesthetically pleasing display. The pier-based cable system is recommended if you are looking to create a permanently mounted display. Ideal uses include window merchandising, visual space dividers, directional signage, art, municipal announcements or even cafe menus, etc. If you plan to reposition your cables and rods frequently, a track-based solution is recommended as they allow changes to horizontal spacing with ease.
** NOTE TO SPECIFIER ** CABLE SYSTEM is a track and cable-based solution deployed from commercial strength open-faced track. Use either transparent nylon, or stronger steel cables. The hanging cable system is the perfect picture hanging solution for art displays, and particularly in galleries and museums, since these rails can support 300 lbs per track length. The use of cables for hanging pictures is less obtrusive than rods, which are also compatible with these tracks. The open face track design makes this system more convenient than our more discreet systems when used in rapidly changing decors. The wall track may be mounted behind finish carpentry, moldings, trim, etc. so it becomes unseen. The wall or ceiling track may be mounted within a soffit so it becomes unnoticed. Consult AS Hanging for the best hanging configuration of cables/rods and hooks once building is occupied and art, display materials, notices and signage have been selected including framed and non-framed media due to weight and other variations among the objects to be hung.
