When is not in use the track appears just as any other reveal and is flush with the wall surface. However, do not mistake it with commonly available wall reveals. This design is patented and the design transfers weight suspended from cables and/or rods into the reveal cavity avoiding reliance on the reveal lip. This product has no substitutes. Do not mix and match vertical components with those from other manufacturers. Consult AS Hanging for the best hanging configuration of cables/rods and hooks once building is occupied and art, display materials, notices and signage have been selected including framed and non-framed media due to weight and other variations among the objects to be hung. Delete if not required.
